1/2 c. packed brown sugar

1/2 c. pecans, halves or pieces

Heat oven to 350 degrees. Grease bottom
and sides of 9-inch round pan with 1 T. butter.
Put one cup of apples in pan. Separate biscuits
and cut each one into four pieces. Arrange
pieces over apples. Top with remaining apples
and biscuits.

Stir
in pecans. Spoon over biscuits. Bake 35-40
minutes until deep golden brown. Cool five
minutes.

Glaze

1/3 c. powdered sugar
1-2 tsp. milk

1/4 tsp. vanilla

Combine all. Drizzle over warm coffeecake.
Store in refrigerator.
