said Reid. 
 County parent, Frannie Suggs, knows full 
well how important it is to talk to children 
about this issue. She was the victim of indecent 
exposure as a teenager. “I was playing tennis 
with a girlfriend when this man in his raincoat 
fl ashed us. I ran home and told my dad, who 
explained that we had to call the police right 
way to report the incident.”  
 “I learned that there were dangerous ele-
ments out there in society, and so I reared my 
children to know that if something [like this] 
happens to them, they should seek the support 
of law enforcement. It’s a mother’s job to pro-
tect her child through sharing and knowledge. 
It’s our job to keep them safe,” said Suggs. 
“Years later, my daughter came home one 
night and said, ‘You won’t believe this but…’ 
while describing that the same thing had just 

happened to her.” 
If it happens to you
 So, what should someone do if they are a 
victim of indecent exposure? Shield recom-
mends the following actions:
 • Do not confront the perpetrator, as this 
person is demonstrating a psychiatric ab-
normality which could potentially lead to a 
psychotic episode.
 • Exit the situation and area immediately.
 • Put yourself with other people as quickly 
as you can.
 • Report the incident to the authorities and 
don’t try to handle it yourself.
 “If this happens to a person, it is unpleasant 
and unexpected,” acknowledged Shield, “but 
again you shouldn’t ever try to deal with the 
person doing this but rather report it to the 
authorities.”
